- 70 ft wide lot – the group felt it was wide enough for a duplex 

and wanted the opportunity to help two families instead of 
one 

 
Linda Marek 

- Appreciates the work that Habitat for Humanity does 
- Concerned about a duplex vs. a single-family home. 
- Seems that virtually all Habitat builds are single-family. 
- Would have liked more community consultation ahead of 

time. 
 
Ana Kurbatskaya 

- Does not feel like it is a good fit for the neighbourhood. 
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- Feels like it will be too crowded. 
 
Jen Thompson 

- Lot is zoned as single-family, as is the rest of the 
neighbourhood. 

- Two-family dwellings in a single-family dwelling 
neighbourhood could negatively affect resale value of their 
homes. 

- Two-family dwellings are out of character for new 
developments being established in this area.  There are 
other areas in Morden that are already zoned for two-family. 

- Additional house on the street brings additional traffic.  
Concerned that a wo-family dwelling has potential to 
significantly increase the need for street parking on an 
already busy street. 

- Neighbours that live at 511 6th Street, directly north of the lot 
in question, will be so close to the property that they believe 
it has the potential to affect the foundation of their house.  
The proposed dwelling will use up the entirety of the width of 
the lot, resulting in the proposed dwelling being closer to the 
property line than it would be if it was a single-family 
dwelling. 

- Underground infrastructure for this lot has already been 
installed to facilitate a single-family dwelling.  In order to build 
a two-family dwelling, this infrastructure would require the 
addition of a second gas, electric and water service, which 
would result in significant additional construction 
requirements. 
 

Iris Lutzek 
- Traffic concerns with a duplex 
- Feels that there are better locations for a duplex within the 

city. 
 
Nuno Sousa 

- Supports Habitat, just feels like it should be a single-family 
home instead of a duplex. 

 
Duane Falk 

- Glad to hear that there is just opposition to being a duplex, 
not opposition to being a Habitat home. 

- After hearing these concerns, he will withdraw his application 
and just keep the development as a single-family home. 

- They have enough fundraising for a single-family home 
already, so now they can start construction right away.
